The IEA allocates seven days for professional development 

throughout the year. Each IEA school then selects the      

training and the dates that best suit their individual context.   
 
Last week ended with professional development sessions for 

both the ELC and the Murray site. Staff at the ELC split into 

two groups to pursue a particular line of inquiry. ELC      

teachers formed partnerships and spent time at the Murray 

site researching noted child development theorists.  
 
Upon their return to the ELC, they represented their learning 

in a variety of ways and presented it to the rest of the staff. 

ELC Classroom Assistants looked at the principles of design 

and how implementing these principles creates an invitation 

to play, whereby, children are attracted to explore, discover, 

interact and engage. 
 
For teachers, this was an opportunity to align theories of 

child development with what we see occurring on a daily   

basis. For Classroom Assistants, as well as refining an       

understanding of the impact of the learning environment, 

this was also a chance to acknowledge and celebrate the 

skills they demonstrate in providing the set ups for children’s 

play each day.   
 
Our next Staff Development Day will be on Wednesday, 19 

April, when we will continue our study of play as learning. 
 
The ELC teaching staff started this week in new uniforms. We 

wanted a vibrant shirt that reflected our tropical setting while 

retaining the school colours.  
 
The shirts arrived on Friday afternoon and staff were very 

keen to model the new look! Our uniform not only gives us a 

cohesive, professional look but also allows teaching and  

ancillary staff to be easily identified, particularly in our open 

plan setting.
